After reading each of the chapters all of the questions should be answered in your Question Spiral and the vocabulary with a brief description placed in the Vocabulary Spiral.  Each chapters questions and vocabulary should be on separate pages in their respective spiral notebook.

It is imperative that reading, vocabulary and questions be completed before classroom discussion of each chapter.  As class work begins there will be additional daily assignments and laboratories that will require attention. 

Block scheduling increases our class time but decreases the number of class meetings.  We have the same work but less time.  This year will be a change and challenge for all of us.
