When class begins in the Fall, a 3-ring notebook and 5 dividers will be required.  The binder will have dividers for homework, equations (variable identification and equation description), lecture notes, laboratories, quiz and test assignments. 

After reading each of the chapters all of the questions should be answered.  The Equations with a brief description placed in the Equation section.  Each chapter’s questions and equations should be on separate pages in their respective notebook section.

It is imperative that reading, equations and questions be completed before classroom discussion of each chapter.  As class work begins there will be additional daily assignments and laboratories that will require attention.
